2. About PXE

PXE = Preboot Execution Environment

The Agile X IS series support the PXE boot mode.
The following instruction provides information about required equipment and BIOS setup.

3. Notes to PXE

First, check that your PXE server supports UEFI or LEGACY or both.
This information is required for correct setup.
The settings on Agile X IS series and your PXE server must be identical that PXE boot can work correct.

Required software and hardware

Agile X IS series only support Ethernet and must use one of the following accessories to setup and proceed
PXE.

4.1  Required software

We recommend to use the latest available BIOS version for this devices.
